(4) We hereby undertake that except as set out in 5 below there are no outstanding obligations whatsoever regarding any repairs, refurbishment or renewals or rent or rate arrears or any breaches of any regulations such as (by way of illustration but not limitation)  planning, building, health and safety, fire regulations or licencing and we are not aware of any current claims demands disputes insurance claims  or statutory notices or any other prospective claims connected with the property whatsoever nor to the best of our knowledge and belief are any such matters likely to arise within the next six months from the date hereof. 
(5) Any outstanding issues regarding (3) and (4) above we list below:
